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In this position the 'ON! operation normaslly carried out by the silver plain
tappet is cancelled, thereby giving only one 'ON' period per day. Relock the tappets,
turn the manual knob to TAUTO!' and set to the corrcct time of day as described above.

To Select the Programmes.
